Spanish

At what age should children start learning a second language? The answer is “as young as possible, the earlier the better.” Here at Steeple Nursery the children are now learning to speak Spanish once a week. When young children learn Spanish they are sharing the language of over 400 million people. Recent research shows that learning a second language appears to develop stronger minds, creates greater mental agility, flexibility and creativity. Evidence also suggests that when young children learn a foreign language they automatically enhance their maths and logic skills as well. Early language learning enhances children’s self-esteem and builds new skills that support other aspects of the curriculum.
